How to indicate non-commentary or interview sound

Atmos:  Courtroom noise (3 secs)

Natural Sound: Courtroom noise (3 secs)

These identifiers relate to sound recorded in the field, at the location of the story, for example.   If you add sound (from an effects disc, for example, or you create the sound in studio), you must use FX (short for effects) as your identifier.

FX: Courtroom noise (3 secs)

FX: Claude walks across the tiled kitchen floor (2 secs)

Remember to include the length of the additional sound to help your broadcaster to pace his/her commentary
