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	Jessica, I like the second paragraph.  The first paragraph doesn't really ever say what the Beat generation was all about; you just have vague generalities.  I also want you to try to chunk some quotes from the novel into your sentences and paragraph.  For example, if I had this sentence on page three in a novel I was writing about, "The wrinkled old carcasses on the porch hooted with laughter and wriggled their mule ears as the girls waltzed by the porch," and wanted to prove that the men were depicted as animals in an essay, I would chunk some quotes into my sentence like this: 

The author describes the men as animals, as "wrinkled old carcasses" who "wriggled their mule ears" ( Hurston 3). This description of the men as beasts contrasts with the picture of the "girls who waltzed by the porch" (Hurston 3).  

Can you try that in your second paragraph?  The first paragraph simply needs some specifics.  OK?
