Presidential votes homework
Download the data from the class website.  The data contains a survey of how people voted with data for many election years.  Let’s focus on the 2000 election.

We can use the keep or drop commands to get rid of data from years other than 2000.  Use the help system to learn these commands.

presvote tells us whether the person voted Democrat or Republican.  Do we need to change this variable to use it?  Create a new variable RVote which is equal to 1 if they voted Republican and 0 if they voted Democrat.

1a)  Estimate the effect of income on voting Republican using three functional forms, linear regression, logit, and dprobit.

 b)  For the logit estimate the effect on the probability of voting Republican of increasing income from category 3 to category 4.  Perhaps the easiest way to do this is to use Excel and recall that the logit probability is given by e^x/(1+e^x) in Excel use EXP(x) for e^x. Compare with the results from linear regression and dprobit.

2)  Run a dprobit regression on RVote on income but now add, age female black educ3.  Comment on the effect of each of these on the probability of voting Republican. 

3)  Use the data and dprobit to tell me something else interesting.
