The Listening Critique assignments are short papers designed to have you share what you have learned about listening this semester.

Here are general guidelines for Listening Critique 1:

· Write a short, 2-3 page critique addressing the items or answering the questions below (A “page” is defined as 1” margins all around, a 12-point, non-proportional spaced font such as Arial or Times New Roman, with everything double-spaced except the single-spaced references. This results in approximately 22 lines per page, counting headers, and 275-300 words per page.)

· Use APA Style formatting, headers (one level is sufficient in short papers), in-text citations and references at the end. Use a cover page for all identifying information and separate page for the references. See the sample of APA style posted on the course web site for further guidance.

Listening Critique 1 Questions

Millions of mass media messages circulate every day in the popular culture. This includes information in newspapers, magazines, books, radio, television, film, web sites, and other media channels and outlets. Most of these have both their own content as well as advertisements. In short, there’s a lot of info out there!

Among all these messages there are things said every day about listening (and about the consequences of not listening). Here is your task for LC1:

· Find at least two (2) examples (statements/conversations) in popular culture about listening (choose examples that speak to you and make some important point about listening)

· Present them in text form (if they are video or audio) and discuss 1) their general meaning, and 2) their relevance to YOUR listening behavior and ability (citing specific examples of experiences you have had in listening)

· In general, you should look for positive statements about listening. If you are unable to find two positive statements or conversations about listening, you can use one negative statement (in that case, your task is to discuss why the negative view is funny or ironic and what the underlying positive message about listening is – or could be)

· Use no more than one example from any single channel or medium (i.e., you can only use one song lyric, one famous quotation, one TV dialogue, etc.)

· Regarding APA style: 1) use a separate header for each example, and 2) provide an APA style citation in the text and reference at the end of the paper

· Note - after spring break we will be discussing some of your choices in class, so if there is audio or video involved and you can burn it to a CD, please turn it in with the assignment (while not required, it will ensure you maximize your points on this assignment – and it will help the entire class).

Examples of sources include:

· A line or a verse from a song you like

· A paragraph or two from a novel or a self-help book

· A line or a scene from a film or TV show

· Part of an episode of a talk show

· A comic strip or cartoon

· Famous quotations

Hints 

· If you have trouble locating your examples, ask your teammates

· In fact, the team could hold a brainstorming session to come up with a list of possibilities

· If you’re still unable to come up with two examples, ask your friends or family.
