Preparation:

Copies of these pages are not to be turned in.  Other pages in the laboratory notebook are to be used in preparation for the experiment and should be completed before the lab session. Please see the laboratory manual for guidelines on keeping a laboratory notebook.  You will be allowed to use your laboratory notebook during quizzes.

Following the conclusion of each laboratory assignment, students will hand in a lab report.  In the case of synthesis experiments, products will be turned in for grading.  Reports and products are to be turned in at the beginning of the lab period that they are due.  Please notify me if you know that the report will be late.  Lab reports will not be accepted once I have graded the reports of the other students in the section.
