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My web pages were inspired by a quote I found in a Print magazine which reads, “I am ideas are so fresh, bright, and daring…that I have become branded as the bold type.”   I took that quote and used it to design my page with something fresh, bright, and daring.  I also used my designing background and used what I have learned from being a design editor for my yearbook and from taking design classes.  Although it has been a struggle to create and design the page, it turned out great.  


On my index page, which is the home web site, I have designed four intertwining circles.  Each circle represents each of the four units within the first year program that New Century College offers.  The smallest circle represents the first unit and as they get bigger the units change and the biggest circle is the last unit.  New Century College is a growing and learning experience and therefore the circles are intertwining because we take what we have learned from each unit and use it to grow as a student and a learner.  Additionally I used brackets to highlight important parts of my page and to pull the readers eye into the page.  I also used bullets to help the reader’s eye follow the scheme of pictures and links.  


On my NCLC 110 page I used a light yellow back round to be bright like the quote that inspired me.  It is a good back round color because it is bright, however it is not too bright as to blind the audience of the page.  I used Garamond and Georgia for my fonts on both pages.  These fonts were perfect because they are readable and easy on the eye.  I also used the brackets again to reiterate the effect from the index page.  Additionally the bullet dots are reused to bring the eye around the page.  


I would have loved to and still would love to spend more time designing and experimenting with design on my pages.  I had lots of trouble with my compatibility with my MAC computer and the Netscape program we used to compose our pages.  Although this posed as a difficulty to design, I was able to try other programs and still have my page look professional yet sophisticated.
