Purpose:

Lesson Plan/Guidelines for Learning
1-Introduction to the lesson. 5 minuets.

· Go to slide No. 2 in your C.D
· Ask the learners to open  the website – media – video 2006.

· Ask them to think how this video, they all watched life last month, has been uploaded to the website.  

· Ask them how they upload pictures or video to other applications ( try to recall their prior knowledge). 

2- Lecture How to Upload video to Crazr4chriust website. 20 Minuets 

Start from general to specific. 
· Go to slide No. 3 and 4 Start reminding them how they upload files to PowerPoint and how they can link any items to files in their hard drive. ( do not go in details, just to recall their prior knowledge) 
· Go to slide No. 4 to show them the pig picture for the whole process.   

· Go to slide No. 5 to remind them why the were asked to create account with G-mail.( because uploading files is only for G-mail users)
· Go to slide No. 6, 7 and 8 to show them how they can upload the file to google.

· Go to slide No.8 to link google to Crazy4christ .
· Go to slide No.9 and put the new username and the password for each learner under his keyboard( as a surprise that breaks the class routine).
·  Go to slides from 10 to 14 to follow linking instructions. 
· Go to slides  15 to make them sure that they have accomplished the task and could upload the same video that they watched in slid No.2.
3-Skill practice/feedback. 40 minuets. 
· Ask learners to work individually. 

· Tell them to find the password and username under the keyboard.

· Ask them to look at their handout and try to upload the small video file on the desktop.

· Observe them during that time and support help.

4- Show and Tell: 15 minuets:

· Use the projector. 

· Open the website 

· Look at uploaded files from  each learner.

· Ask about problems. 

· Support feedback for problems that faced them.
5- Conclusion. 10 Minuets 

· Open slides one more time from your C.D 

· Don’t use slideshow.  

· Show them manually from the last to the beginning.
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
