4. In-class exams: There will be 4 in-class exams and no final exam.  The exams will each be 55 minutes.  There are no make-ups for in class exams.

5. Final Oral Presentation: Each student will present a collage as their final oral presentation on Wednesday, June 14th; details given separately.
