SAFETY REGULATIONS FOR CHEMISTRY LABORATORIES

1. Safety goggles must be worn in the laboratory at all times, whether you are actually performing an experiment or not.  (The wearing of contact lenses in strongly discouraged.)

2. In case of fire, accidents or injury (no matter how minor) notify the lab instructor at once.

3. Note the location of fire extinguishers, safety showers, eyewash and blankets so that you can use them quickly in an emergency.

4. If either a corrosive acid, base, or any other chemical comes in contact with you skin or clothing, wash the affected area immediately with copious amounts of water.  Notify the instructor.

5. Do not wear open-toed shoes, shorts to other abbreviated clothing in the lab, since they do not offer enough protection to the body.  Always keep long hair confined.

6. Always read a label carefully before removing a chemical from its container.

7. Exercise great car in noting the odor of fumes and avoid breathing in fumes of any kind.

8. Never point a test tube o other vessel containing a reacting mixture (especially when you are heating it) toward your neighbor or yourself.

9. NO SMOKING, EATING, DRINKING, OR CHEWING OF GUM in the laboratory.  Do not taste anything in the lab.  (This applies to cigarettes, food, drinks and gum as well as chemicals.)

10. Under no circumstances should you perform any unauthorized experiments.

11. Keep aisles and benches clear of books, clothing, etc.  Store unused belongings in the front area of the lab or in the cabinets provided.  Do not use lab benches as seats.

12. Children, acquaintances and pets are not allowed in the lab.
