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This course fulfills the writing-intensive requirement for the chemistry major. It does so through 4 lab reports, each with an average of 4 standard double-spaced pages. With an average of 250 words for each page, a total of 4000 words are written.    

This course is for quantitative experimental studies of physical chemical principles. It includes wide range of topics as listed in the “Class Schedules”1. Students are required to write a report for each experiment. The format of the report is described in the “Instruction for Lab Reports”2.  In addition, a mid-term exam and a final exam are given. The “Regulations and Grading Policies”3 is also attached.

In order to ensure that students have the required skills for analyzing the experimental data, we devote the first three weeks in a computer lab for spreadsheet exercises and graphics. After that we start the experimental work in a chemistry Lab.
