In section 03 of ENGL202, we will study representations of science and technology in literature, film and popular history.  We will explore the role that literature and popular entertainment have played in popularizing scientific method and in questioning the ethics of scientific (or proto-scientific) practices.  We will begin with Shakespeare’s The Tempest and a science fiction film from 1956 inspired by the play, Forbidden Planet.  We will end the course by pairing two works:  Steven Johnson’s Ghost Map, a popular history of a Cholera epidemic in the 1850s, and Terry Gilliam’s post-apocalyptic film, 12 Monkeys.  In between, we will study the popularization of scientific method in Sherlock Holmes and the questions raised about science in early 19th century horror stories like Frankenstein and Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde.  We will pay particular attention to the processes and choices involved in visual and cinematic adaptations of literary and popular texts.
