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The Writing Center is Offering Tutoring Exclusively to University 100 LLC Students

What can this do for you?
Special writing tutors are available for all Univ100 students in a LLC (Living Learning Community).  You can meet with them individually for 45 minute sessions in Fenwick Library Monday through Thursday.  On Friday, tutoring is available through OWL, the Writing Center’s online tutoring system.  All Univ100 LLC students are required to go over one of their non-Univ100 papers with a tutor and hand in a visit verification form (or the email response from the tutor in the case of OWL sessions) to receive Univ100 credit for the assignment.  These meetings will introduce you to the services Writing Center tutors provide as well as help you improve your current and future writing.  Writing Center tutors also offer services that include anything from brainstorming strategies, to research, to finishing touches on final drafts.

How to make appointments:
To create an appointment, go to the Writing Center’s website at http://writingcenter.gmu.edu and register as a new user if you have not done so before.  Then login and schedule an appointment.  Choose “LLC Students Only, Fenwick Location Fall 2010” in the drop-down menu for Monday through Thursday face-to-face tutoring.  Choose “LLC Students Only, OWL Location Fall 2010” for Mike’s OWL hours on Friday.  Open times are marked in white.  Click on a time that fits your schedule, fill in the form, and click on Save Appointment.  Make sure to bring a print copy of your draft and the assignment prompt to face-to-face sessions in Fenwick Monday through Thursday; email your draft and prompt to owl@gmu.edu at least an hour before your scheduled online session if you have an appointment with Mike on Friday.
