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How can the tutors help you? 

Writing Center tutors are available now to offer LLC/Univ100 students free tutoring in writing. Whether you are just getting started, revising a draft, or putting the finishing touches on your paper, the tutors’ role is to help you improve your writing by helping you:

· Understand the assignment and assigned readings

· Brainstorm ideas for getting started

· Put together a first draft

· Identify the appropriateness of source material, as well as how to paraphrase and cite it

· Revise existing drafts, starting with the global concerns: Have you answered (or begun to answer) the assignment? Do you have a thesis? Is that thesis articulated well? Are your ideas fully developed and supported by relevant and compelling information? Are sentences and paragraphs well developed and in the best order?

· Determine if you have a paper ready for proofreading and polishing

It is strongly recommended that all Univ100 students go over one of their Univ100 or non-Univ100 papers with a tutor. Ask the tutor for a visit verification form, which you will hand in with your assignment to receive Univ100 credit.
What does a tutoring session look like? 

Tutors will work with you individually or in groups of two for 45 minutes. When you meet with a tutor, you will want to bring as much information as possible about the assignment and what you have done so far on it. The tutor will not write your paper for you, tell you what to write, nor will they edit your paper. They will, however, help you develop skills that will help you improve your writing. A session opens with a discussion of your goals and what you want to work on. It is always a good idea to come to the session with goals, questions, or concerns that you and the tutor can talk about as you make your way through portions of your paper. To help you identify what you already do well and where you may need to improve, a tutor may read or ask you to read portions of your work aloud. Focusing on portions of your paper and top concerns is better than trying to get through the whole paper in 45 minutes. The session ends with your making a list of what you plan to do next and setting up another appointment to see the tutor. 
When can you meet with a LLC Univ100 tutor?
Sessions take place at Fenwick Library. The tutors’ office is just past the Reference Desk and to the right. Tutors are available Monday-Friday and Sunday, starting September 28th and continuing through December 7th.
