Commander Adams and Crew travel for a year to reach the planet Altair IV. Upon entering airspace, Morphious strongly advises them to turn back and not land; that it is not safe.

Morphious, Altaria, and Robby the Robot are the only inhabitants of the island; and have been for the last 20 years.

We learn that twenty years earlier Morphious, his wife, and their followers left earth and arrived at Altair. Everyone except the couple, and their infant daughter, died off within a year of an unknown force. His wife died six months later of natural causes. With this clue from the doctor, the commander realises that Morbius' session with the Educator attuned his mind to the machinery. Although Morbius' conscious mind is not strong enough to control the Machine, his subconscious is, and his subconscious directed the attacks against the Bellerophon party when they voted to return to Earth, and now the rescue ship. His deepest desire is simply to be left alone to study the Krell, and his subconscious is using the Machine to secure that wish. Ultimately, Altaira declares her love for the commander and chooses to leave the planet with him, despite the risks posed by this defiance of her father.

In the climactic attack of the Machine, the power of the generators is directed to a force that attempts to break into the inner sanctum to which the principals have fled - the Krell nursery with its power monitors. Morbius, finally accepting the awful truth that the monster comes from his own subconscious, throws himself between the monster and his daughter and the commander. He is mortally injured by this act even as the monster disappears. As he lies dying he directs the commander to initiate the self-destruction of the Machine. He has realized that the Machine is far too dangerous to be used by any race that can not fully control its subconscious desires.
