PHOTOSHOP WORKSHOP-

Opening a File-

1. Click on Start > Programs > Adobe > Adobe Photoshop Elements

2. Click on File > Open

3. Choose the file that you want to open

Cropping an Image-

1. Select the Crop Tool from the toolbar
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2. Select the area that should be cropped by holding down your left mouse button then dragging the mouse until the area is selected

3. Right click anywhere on the selection that you have just chosen

4. Select Crop from the small pop-up menu

Changing Image Resolution-
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Select Image Size from the main menu
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Change the image resolution size

         NOTE: Use 72 pixels/inch on images for the web. For print purposes, use

         150 pixels/inch, or higher. Please note, the higher the resolution, the bigger the file

         size.

3. Click “OK”

Changing Image Hue/Saturation-

Taking all the Color out of the Picture:

1. Click on Image > Adjustments > Desaturate

Changing the Hue/Saturation:

1. Click on Image > Adjustments >Hue/Saturation

2. Use the Hue/Saturation scroll bar to adjust the Hue/Saturation Levels

Using Filters-

1. Click on Filter > Choose a Filter

2. Filters are a good way to manipulate the image in a unique way

3. To undo a filter click on Edit > Undo, or you can click on Edit > Step Backward  

Saving the File-

1. File > Save As
