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Movie Review Project


First Presentation

Your first movie review for this class will follow the traditional academic presentation style in that it will include and introduction, body, and conclusion that both asserts an opinion and explains its validity with concrete examples and details.  

Choose a partner (your partner may not speak your native language).   Select a film (on video or DVD) to review. 

Plan a ten minute film review.  Your review should have an introduction, body (that includes a film clip) and conclusion. The following things must be included:


· Your names

· Background information about the film (it’s name, production year, actors, director, etc.) 

· Brief plot synopsis, including the genre of the film (but don't give away the ending!


· Each person’s opinion of film.  What did you like or dislike about the film?

· Be sure to mention:

· Plot

· Acting

· Some other aspect of the film (special effects, photography, music, etc.)

· You and your partner should take turns commenting on what you thought about

· these topics.  If you disagree, good!  That will make your review more interesting!




· Evaluation of the entire film. You and your partner take turns telling us how many stars (0=worst 5=best) would give the film and why.  Again, if you disagree, good!

Remember that the clip is used to SHOW the audience that one of your opinions is valid (to support an opinion)
