To all seniors in engineering programs (CEIE, SE and ECE)
 
Dean Griffiths, Dean Menasce, Dean White, your department chairs and the faculty encourage you to take the Fundamentals of Engineering (FE) examination BEFORE you graduate from GMU. Those of you, who are graduating during or before December 2010 and May 2011, may appear for the FE Examination on Saturday, April 17 and October 30, 2010, respectively. 
In order to register for this examination, you need to do the following if you want us to certify your application for EIT designation. 
1. If you are applying for the April 2010 Exam: 
· You must attend a 30 min briefing on Wednesday, January 27, 2010 at 2:30 PM in Room 1203 of Engineering Building. CEIE students will not be signed-off to appear for this examination if they do not attend this briefing. If you cannot attend this meeting, you have to let me know in advance so that alternative arrangements can be made. 
· Those who attend the briefing will have to turn in their EIT designation forms in my office by no later than 5 PM on Monday, February 8th, 2010. 
· Your examination scheduling form must reach the examination DIRECTLY to the provider by no later than March 1, 2010.
2. If you are applying for the October 30, 2010 Exam: 
· You must attend a 30 min briefing on Wednesday, May 5, 2010 at 2:30 PM in Room 1203 of Engineering Building. CEIE students will not be signed-off to appear for this examination if they do not attend this briefing. If you cannot attend this meeting, you have to let me know in advance so that alternative arrangements can be made. 
· Those who attend the briefing will have to turn in their EIT designation forms in my office by no later than 5 PM on Monday, May 10th, 2010. 
· Your examination scheduling form must reach the examination DIRECTLY to the provider by no later than September  25, 2010.
3. I need the following to process your application 
· Again, the Application for Engineer in Training (EIT) designation form and other forms can be downloaded at: http://www.dpor.virginia.gov/dporweb/eit_form.cfm.   You need fill this form, sign it and bring it to me (ENGR 1305) before the specified time. Attach a $30 check written to The Treasurer of Virginia. Don't write the check in my name and don’t forget to sign the application.
· I need this to verify your eligibility to the examination. For this, please provide me with a printed copy of your degree progress report from GMU Patriot Web. 
· If you have any criminal record, you will need to submit supporting documentation to DPOR. 
· NO OTHER FORMS ARE REQUIRED (ignore other forms listed on the DPOR website)
