You have some choices and one part you need to plan for.  This is for Chapter Two of Reading Don’t Fix No Chevys.

Everyone should answer questions 1, 2, and 3 below. 
1. What did you disagree with or have misgivings about in this reading?  
2. Come up with a question or comment about a topic raised by Chapter 2 that you feel we should discuss.
3. Would everyone give the attached questionnaire--or something similar--to about 25 of your students (male and female) to see what our students have to say?  Be prepared to discuss what you discovered.

Be prepared to discuss any one of questions 4 - 8 below.
4. If this question is important to us as we plan reading instruction, how would we change our modules and our classrooms: "What is the quality of the experience I want them [students] to have today?"
5. How can we effectively sequence reading assignments on modules or in the classroom? (Come up with a specific reading sequence.)
6. Keeping in mind what Smith and Wilhelm say about self-efficacy beliefs on pages 37-38, what can we do to help students "understand the specific procedures that are required to complete particular tasks in particular contexts and. . .name and employ their understandings" (p. 38)?  
7. Describe a situation in which you have seen this happen: "Teaching, then, should provide development, leading the learner into uncharted and challenging waters that can be navigated with assistance" (p. 40). 
8. In what specific ways can we use students' social energy to improve our reading instruction?
