Second Round Interview Script
(Introduce self.) “Hi!   I am ________.  I take classes at George Mason University.  I like(………. sports especially soccer!)  I am also really interested in finding out how kids think and how you like to do things.  As I told you before I will be taping our session to make sure that I don’t miss what you say. Is it all right if I ask you some questions, now?”  
(Ask interviewee.)
“I have to start with some boring questions first… sorry about that!

· What is your name?

· How old are you?

· Where do you go to school?

· What’s your grade?”
Warm up - Start thinking about the work of answering questions

· “Tell me a little about your favorite things.  
· Can you describe some of the fun things you do in school?”

· “How about the parts of school that you don’t like.”  

· if they have a hard time-  

· “Say… spelling tests?

· Being quiet?

· Sitting for a long time?

· Homework?”
· “Are there any parts of school that are easier for you than for the other kids?”  
· if they have a hard time-  

· “Science

· Social Studies

· Math

· What is the best part of that/those?”
General issues  with Students who are gifted and with Students with ADHD

· “Are there any parts of school that you find harder than the other kids seem to or that you like less?  

· Can you describe the part that’s the worst?

· If you were the principal and could change something to make those hard parts better or easier, what would it be?”
· I have a thermometer here to help you answer some of the next questions.  You can point to the part of the thermometer that helps you describe your best answer.  If you point to the 6 it means something is great or the best.  What does the 0 mean?  (You hope they will tell you that it means something is the worst or the hardest.  Guide if needed.)  

· “Show me on this thermometer….  How comfortable are you with mobile devices? 

· 0 – I don’t like them. 
· 6 – I love them!”
· “Show me on this thermometer how much you have used the following.   

· 0 – I have never used one 

· 2—I have used one a few times

· 4—I use one every week

· 6 – I use one every day

Now I’m going to let you explore something like this device.

Ask: Encourage think aloud and let them go through all the scenarios that follow each suggestion. Eliminate suggestions if the student automatically completes the steps in a suggestion. 
· What should you click to see what is happening on April 3rd?  
· How would you check to see what you have to do?

· What would you do to check your e-mail?- 
· What would you click if you needed some information on Jamestown?

· How would you find Warraskoyak Village 
· How would you find a modern map of Virginia?

· How would you find the Duke of Gloucester Street?

· What would you click to do your journal assignment?

· What input method would you choose to do your assignment.  

· Just tell me what you would put for your entry.

· What happens when you submit your assignment? 

· Would this help you want to finish your work?
· Now that you’ve looked through the screens, Use the thermometer to show how easy/difficult do you think it was to learn to use this device?  

· 0 is very difficult    
· 6 is easy
· Did you notice some confusing parts about trying this device?

· Could something make this device easier to use?

Retrospective

· In school could you see this being used more for some subjects? 
· Which subjects would this device be the most helpful?

· What might make the device hard to use in a particular subject?

· If you had one, would you use this device 
· Why or why not?

· If you had one, would you use this device at home? 
· Why or why not?

· If you had one, would you use this device on weekends? 
· Why or why not?
· Do you think you would need help from your parents to use it?

Wrap up

· What, if anything, do you like about this device? 

· Can you think of anything else you would like to see added in a mobile device?
· What did you think of our session?  
· Is there a way I could make it better?

· Is there anything else you would like to say?
