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Even if we decide to undertake systematic reasoning about moral statements and claims (i.e., “do” ethics) there is still a variety of approaches to chose from.  Some are more widely employed than others.  In the United States both Utilitarian and Deontological (duty) Ethics share popularity with Rawlsian Ethics and Applied Ethics.  Here are some of the moral and ethical perspectives usually confronted.

PHILOSOPHICAL ETHICS (Utilitarianism, deontology, casuistry, egoism)

FAITH-BASED ETHICS (Christian, Buddhist, Muslim, Taoist, etc.)

VIRTUE ETHICS (Emphasizing qualities of good character to be taught early)

RAWLSIAN THEORY OF JUSTICE  - (One of the most modern contributions)

APPLIED ETHICS  - (Analysis of specific, controversial moral policy issues)

ETHICAL CODES – (Guidelines, lists, explanations of concrete moral duties)
