DIVISIONS OF PHILOSOPHICAL STUDY

Metaphysics:  Concerns what is and what is not.  Being and not-being.  How do we know if something exists?  What tests will permit us to know if God, atoms, or a tree exist?

Epistemology:  How do we know that we know.  What are the sources and criteria of knowledge? Does knowing depend on the senses or on reasoning. Why e.g.is blue, blue.

Logic:  The science of valid reasoning or argument.  When is one justified in passing from given statements (premises) to a conclusion that must follow from them?

Aesthetics:  What are the qualities or nature of beauty or non-beauty; of excellence or non-excellence?  What standards to we use to tell if something is beautiful or ugly?

Ethics:  How do we know right from wrong;  what we ought or should do or not do?
