Editorial Unit Notes
Editorial: An article in a publication or a broadcast on radio or television that offers an opinion on a given topic or current event. 

What’s on the Editorial page? 4 Parts of Editorial Page:
1. Editorials – voice of the paper (opinions expressed by writers on the paper’s staff)

2. Columns—these articles have the writer’s name at the top. Columnists can be paid or invited because of their expertise in an area.
3. Letters to the Editor – letters written by readers and/or members of the community.
4. Editorial Cartoon – cartoon that offers an opinion in a humorous way

Organization of Editorial Writing
1. Introduction-tell the reader what the issue is. The reader may not be aware of current issues or laws.
2. Reaction-tell the reader your opinion of the issue you just introduced.
3. Details-give the reader supporting details to back up your opinion.
4. Conclusion-summarize to the reader your opinion on the issue and include an action that the reader can take to help the cause if they now agree with you.
