· Use at least two templates.

· Choose at least one that requires you to upload a picture.

· Add text to each field.

·  Upon exiting, locate your Webshop:

· Select Preview

· Select Update.

· Select Publish. 

· Select Exit.
· Logout
· Now, see if you can locate your published Webshop (from the Teachers’ side of T/TAC Online)
